Le Linn an Lae/During the Day

* Breaks and lunches are “staggered”- with two breaks and two lunchtimes organised to
facilitate better social distancing and adherence to Bubbles.
Each class is a “bubble” and the bubble is broken down further into pods, with small
numbers of children in each pod. As per DES guidelines, schools must use all available
space in classroom to maintain social distancing.

* With good hand hygiene and good cough etiquette, we will go a long way to
preventing an outbreak.

* Increased ventilation is advised at this time.

*  Whole school building has been replumbed and heating and hot water supply constant
and safe.

» Eide Scoile/School Unfiform- mar is gnath/as usual uniform is worn.

Fearais Pearsanta/ Personal Equipment

* Taimid agiarraidh ar gach duine a fearais ranga fein a thabhairt ar scoil- pinn luaidhe,
cas phinn luaidhe, cridin & rl agus gan iad a roinnt.

We request that children will have their own pens, pencils, colours, etc., to schoolin
their own pencil case to avoid the sharing of equipment.

Homework and schoolwork: Our primary focus is the safe return for staff and children.
Priority will be given to reassuring pupils and being hopeful in our conversations with
them.

Lén Scoile/ School Lunches;-

We ask parents and guardians to send a healthy lunch to school every day until we get
the local lunches sorted. Cope and Centra as before. We have a healthy lunch policy and
therefore bringing in chocolate, biscuits and treats such as crisps is not allowed.

New hand sanitisers (automatic) have been installed at all entrances and classrooms, as well
as extra soap dispensers, paper towels and sanitising wipes- These are all freely available to
all pupils and staff, and will there will be specific training for all on our return to school.

Ag Roinnt Fearais/Shared Equipment

Glantar na fearais seo chomh minic agus is féidir.

By necessity, some classroom equipment needs to be shared including tablets, laptops and
the equipment used for structured activities and structured play (Aistear programme) in
Infant classrooms. Cleaning of such shared equipment with wipes or other cleaning products
will take place at regular intervals to minimise the risk of the spread of infection.

Glanadh na Scoile/Cleaning ;

Méadodfar na hdmanna glanadh sa scoil gach 1a. Beidh muinteoiri/CRS ag glanadh na tdblai sa
scoil i rith an lae agus beidh na seomrai uilig glanta ag an airioch/glantéir sa trathndna. School
cleaning hours have been increased significantly , with work ongoing throughout the summer
to ensure a clean environment for all. All classrooms will be sanitised twice a day, once by
teacher/SNA and in afternoons by caretaker/cleaner.

Children have access at all times to plentiful supply of hand sanitisers, wipes and santisising
soap, and are reminded to observe good hand hygiene etiquette.

Ag Dul Abhaile/End of School Day 2pm Naionain, 3pm Ranganna 1-6:

* Class will be brought to the front of the school. Children and adults must disperse
as quickly as possible. If your child travels to school independently — please
remind them that they must travel away from the front of the school as quickly
as possible. If a child is usually collected and the person who collects them has
not arrived, they must return to school and the teacher will bring any child who
has not been collected back to the office/ oifig. Please remind your children to
come back to the oifig if they are not collected by the usual person. You must
remind them NOT TO GO with anyone else.

* Please use church car park where possible.

Bailit na Paisti i rith an lae/Collection of Children during the School Day

If an adult has to collect a child during the course of the school day, the following
arrangements will apply

from his/her class to the adult by a member of staff.

The adult who is collecting will be asked to sign the child out.

No adult should enter the school building, unless invited to do so.

Ag plé le cas Covid 19 / Dealing with a suspected case of Covid-19

Pupils should not attend school if displaying any symptoms of Covid-19. If a pupil displays
symptoms of Covid-19 while in the building, the following are the procedures will be
implemented:

* Cuirfear glaoch ar na tuismitheoiri /caomhnoiri laithreach.

Parents/guardians will be contacted immediately. Child will be reassured that all will be

well, as is normal practice in Scoil Fhionain in the event of illness at school.

* Rachaidh ball den fhoireann go dti an seomra in aice na h-oifige .Coinneoidh an ball foirne

2 mheadair 6n phaiste.

The child will be accompanied to the designated isolation area. The staff member will

remain at least 2 metres away, while of course resassuring child that we just have to be

careful. The room has been decorated in such a way as to offer an atmosphere of calm.
* Tabharfar masc don phaiste agus ba chéir don phaiste é a chaitheamh.

A mask will be provided for the child presenting with symptoms. She/ He should wear the

mask while exiting the premises.

* Good practice re respiratory etiquette and hand hygiene will be reinforced by member of
staff during this time.

* Is feidir an pdiste a chur abhaile le ball den chlann chomh luath agus is féidir agus é/i a
thabhairt go dti an dochtuir.

If the child is well enough to go home, the school will arrange for them to be transported

home by a family member, as soon as possible, and advise them to inform their GP by

phone of their symptoms. Public transport of any kind should not be used.

If they are too unwell to go home or advice is required, the school will contact 999 or 112

and inform them that the sick child is a Covid-19 suspect.

Tacaiocht Foghlama/ Learning Support

In keeping with our Special Education policy, learning support will be provided by a blended
approach of in-class support and withdrawal. The provision of support will be organised to
ensure our support teachers will work within the confines of a bubble.

All staff wear masks, staff who are attending to particular care needs or who are administering

first aid will wear appropriate PPE including gloves and face masks (now KN95). Masks or

visors must be worn when a staff member cannot keep a 2 metre distance from the students

indoors .

Mask and visors are being made available for all staff.

It is not advised that primary school children wear masks to school, but needless they may do

so if they wish.

Where possible, PE will take place outdoors and use of equipment should be confined to the
sets that have been distributed to class groupings. If the PE hall is being used by class
groupings, common touch points should be cleaned at intervals throughout the school day.
We will use the pitch where possible.
